He also added an assist Saturday for his team-leading 40th point of the season, 
becoming the first Minuteman to hit the 40 point plateau since 2009-10.

On Saturday, Boston University defensemen Chad Krys (Ridgefield, Conn./2g, 3a) 
and Dante Fabbro (New Westminster, B.C./1g, 4a) each racked up five points in 
a 5-1 win over Merrimack. Krys became the first Terrier defenseman since 1971 
to record two goals and three assists in a game, while Fabbro also totaled nine 
blocked shots over the Terriers’ two games as the defense allowed just one goal in 
each contest.

Providence clinched home ice advantage in the Hockey East Tournament quarter-
finals with a 1-1 tie against Boston University on Thursday evening after topping 
UConn, 5-2, on Tuesday. Rookie Jack Dugan (Rochester, N.Y.) tallied two assists 
in at UConn and scored the game-tying goal in a 1-1 draw in the third period 
against the Terriers.

New Hampshire took a key three points from #14 UMass Lowell in a home-and-
home series. Goaltender Mike Robinson (Bedford, N.H.) posted a 0.96 goals 
against average and a .960 save percentage as he made 29 saves at the Whitte-
more Center on Friday to tally his fifth shutout of the season and of his career in a 
1-0 win. He then made 19 saves as the Wildcats tied the River Hawks on Saturday 
on the road, 2-2.
