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Northeastern claimed its third-ever Hockey East title with a 3-2  win over Boston 
College Saturday night at TD Garden. Brandon Hawkins (Macomb Township, 
Mich.) had a hand in all three Huskies goals (2g, 1a) while tournament MVP 
Cayden Primeau (Voorhees, N.J.) stopped 38 shots in the title game.

Alongside Primeau and Hawkins, also named to the 2019 Steve Nazro All-Tour-
nament Team were Northeastern defensemen Ryan Shea (Milton, Mass.) and 
Jeremy Davies (Ste-Anne-de-Bellevue, Que.) and forward Zach Solow (Naples, 
Fla.) and Boston College forward David Cotton (Parker, Texas.)

Boston College head coach Jerry York won his 600th game behind the Eagles’ 
bench and the 63rd of his tenure in the Hockey East Tournament, the most of 
any coach in league history.

NCAA Tournament Quick Hits: Three Hockey East teams were selected to com-
pete in the 2019 NCAA Tournament, as Massachusetts, Northeastern, and Provi-
dence remain in contention for the national title. Massachusetts earned the number 
one seed in the Northeast Regional and will battle in-state rival Harvard on Friday 
in Manchester, N.H. The Friars remain in Providence for the East Regional, taking 
on number three overall seed Minnesota State, while the Huskies join them and 
battle Cornell.

UMass’ first NCAA appearance was in 2007, which opened with a 1-0 win 
over Clarkson in Rochester, New York, before falling to Maine, 3-1 in the East 
Regional final. The Minutemen play Harvard, and are 1-6-1 all-time against the 
Crimson. UMass has never advanced to the Frozen Four.

The Friars enter their sixth-straight NCAA Tournament and are 15-19 all-time in 
the NCAA postseason. It will be just the ninth meeting all-time with Minnesota 
State. Providence is 6-2-0 all-time against the Mavericks.

Northeastern’s automatic bid into the NCAA Tournament is the Huskies’ seventh 
appearance in the national postseason. Over the weekend, NU won its 27th 
game of the year, the most wins in program history.
