PC SWEEPS AT ALFOND; THREE TEAMS TAKE THREE POINTS
~UUM picks up first victory in weekend split~

WAKEFIELD, Mass. - Providence College pulled off a weekend sweep of the No. 11 Maine Black Bears on Friday and Saturday night at Alfond Arena, as the Friars

were the only league feam fo earn victories in both games over the weekend. It marked the first time this season that

conference play was in full swing both nights with five league contests each night. It was Providence's first sweep at
Maine since November of 1985.

Hockey East Player of Week Matt Taormina (Washington Township, Mich.) had a career-high five points (29, 3a)
in the 6-2 PC victory on Friday night, while senior netminder Tyler Sims (Fort Wayne, Ind.) totaled 39 saves in the
two games with 22 stops in Saturday’s contest. Freshman Andrew Sweetland (Bonavista, N.F.) was a bright spot for
the Black Bears on Friday night with his first two collegiate goals.

The No. 7 UNH Wildcats took down No. 6 Boston College, 52, on Saturday night at the Whittemore Center in the
only league game of the week featuring nationally ranked opponents, after the Wildcats skated to a 2-2 tie with UMass-
Lowell on Friday night in Durham. The River Hawks got two amazing goaltending performances in two draws over
the weekend as Carter Hutton (Thunder Bay, Ont.) made a career-high 39 saves on Friday at UNH (2-2), while Nevin
Hamilton (Ashland, Mass.) recorded a career-high 36 saves with UMass, 3-3, on Saturday night at Tsongas Arena.

Junior goalie Patrick Watson (Waltham, Mass.) helped Merrimack to a 3-3 tie at Boston College on Friday with a
career-high 41 saves in that game and 60 in total for the weekend for the Warriors.

Massachusetts and the Northeastern Huskies also took three points from its opponents. UMass earned their first
ever win at Agganis Arena in seven ries on Friday night, 5-3, while UMass sophomore Will Ortiz (Framingham, Mass.)
scored two goals in the win over the Terriers and one against UML fo extended his scoring streak to four games.
Northeastern picked up its third win of the season on Friday night with a 4-2 win at Matthews Arena and then battled
Boston University to a 2-2 tie on Saturday night at Agganis Arena. The last time the Huskies went 3-3-1 in its first seven
league games was 1997-1998, the last fime they finished a season with a winning record in Hockey East play. The Ter-
riers got four-point weekends from both Peter MacArthur (Clifton Park, N..) and Bryan Ewing (Plymouth, Mass.).

Vermont picked up its first win of the season with a 2-1 win over Merrimack on Saturday at Lawler Arena. Senior
goalie Joe Fallon (Bemidii, Minn.) recorded 56 saves on the week for the Catamounts.
