~Conference enjoys more success in non-league play with 7-2-1mark~

WAKEFIELD, Mass. - Hockey East enjoyed another successful weekend on nonleague play, posting
a 7-2-1 record in 10 games bringing the overall record to 15-4-2 through two weekends of action. Goalies
were the big story in the league this weekend, as five teams posted shutouts during the weekend of play.

The Northeastern Huskies opened their league schedule with two wins against Providence on Friday and
top ranked Boston College on Saturday at Matthews Arena. Senior captain Joe Vitale (St. Louis, Mo.) recorded
two goals for the Huskies on Saturday vs. the Eagles, which included the short handed game-winning goal.
CCM/RBK Player of the Week Brad Thiessen (Aldergrove, B.C.) notched 73 saves on the weekend, including
38 saves against BC. The Eagles topped Bowling Green, 5-3, on Friday night at Conte Forum. Eagles senior
Brock Bradford (Burnaby, B.C.) totaled three points (2g,1a) against the Falcons.

No. 6 ranked New Hampshire blanked Rensselaer on Friday, 1-0, at the Whittemore Center and then
took down No. 5 Boston University on Sunday, 2-1, in front of a sellout crowd in Durham on ESPNU.
