Andrea Steranko had the only goal in the game for Maine and added another, a
short-hander, in a winning cause in Saturday’s rematch. Sophomore blueliner Kelly
Law got her first goal of the season late in the third period to win the game 3-2 for
Maine.

The split kept the status quo in the middle of the Hockey East standings. Maine and
UConn narrowly hold the third- and fourth-place spots, respectively, ahead of Boston
College and Northeastern.

Providence remained undefeated in league play with a 3-1 win over Northeastern on
Saturday. The Friars outshot the Huskies 45-14, but NU stayed in the game thanks to
the efforts of Marisa Hourihan, who finished with 42 saves. NU got the first goal of the
game, but it did not hold against the ferocious Friar attack. A rematch between the two
squads, originally set for last Saturday at Northeastern, has been rescheduled to Tues-
day night at 5:30 p.m.

If the Friars emerge unscathed after that bout, they’ll set up a battle of the unbeatens
Saturday vs. UNH. Neither team has yet suffered a loss in Hockey East play. The two
met in each of the first two Hockey East championship games, with Providence claim-
ing the title each time.

Boston College put forth a strong effort in non-conference play at No. 7 Mercyhurst
over the weekend, but the Lakers proved too much. BC’s Lisa Davis rang up 45 saves
in Saturday’s 4-1 loss.
