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UNH TAKES TWO LEAGUE WINS TO STAY UNDEFEATED
~No. 8 UConn wins two in OT; PC upsets BC; BU gets first victory~

WAKEFIELD, Mass. - The No. 2 ranked University of New Hampshire Wildcats and the No. 8 ranked
Connecticut Huskies won both of its games last weekend, while Providence upset No. 9 Boston College on Tuesday
night, 3-2, in league play.

The Friars had a short week with a huge road win for the program on Tuesday night vs. the Eagles. Freshman
goalie Jennifer Smith (St. Albans, Vt.) came up big for the Friars with 23 saves, including 13 saves in the second period
in her first collegiate start. PC's Sarah Feldman (Fall River, Mass.) had two points (1g,1a), while freshman Alyse Ruff
(Taulatin, Ont.) had the game-winning tally for PC. The Eagles got goals from Meghan Fardelmann (Lansing, Ks.)
and Brie Baskin (Wasilla, Ak.) in the losing effort.

The Wildcats, who have a chance to take over the No. 1 national ranking this week, were led by senior forward
Sadie Wright-Ward (Durham, N.H.), who posted three goals on the week, including the game-winning goal on Thursday
night in the 4-1 victory at Walter Brown Arena. On Saturday, the Wildcats defeated Vermont, 5-0, with Kayley Herman
(Weyburn, Sask.) picking up her second win of the weekend and her second career shutout. Herman has started six
of UNH's eight games so far this season.

Sophomores Amy Hollstein (Pembroke, Mass.) and Dominique Thibault (L Orignal) scored overtime game-winning
goals vs. Brown (2-1) and Rensselaer (3-2) to extend UConn's winning streak to a school record nine straight games,
which also marks the nation’s longest current win streak for any Division | team.

Boston University earned its first win of the season with a 6-0 shutout of Union College on Saturday at Walter
Brown Arena with junior blueliner Sarah Russell (Tewksbury, Mass.) contributing two goals. Junior goalie Genevieve
Turgeon (Lac Beauport, Que.) managed 49 saves in the 2-0 loss to ECAC foe Clarkson on Friday night at Alfond Arena.
It marks the fourth game this season she has registered more than 40 saves.
