Boston College: Senior Deb Sﬂillune (Franklin, Mass.) is fourth on BC's all-time
points list with 117. Her 57 goals ranks third and her 60 assists ranks sixth...Sophomore
Molly Schaus (Natick, Mu553 has 1,199 career saves fo place her fifth on the all-ime list;
35 more stops will move her into fourth...The Eagles are 6-0-0 when they score three or
more goals, but 1-5-0 if they allow at least three goals...BC is undefeated (5-0-0) when
leading after two period and near perfect (4-1-1) when leading after one.

Boston University: Since opening the season 2-8-2, Boston University has gone 4-1-0
over its last five games, including its current three game winning streak...
