BU’s Sarah 
Appleton (New Canaan, Conn.) added a goal and an assist.

	 Northeastern shutout Vermont 1-0 on Wednesday in a single game at Matthews Arena. Sophomore 
netminder Florence Schelling (Oberengstringen, Switzerland) recorded 25 saves and her fourth shutout of the 
season.

Boston College: Freshman Blake Bolden is currently tied for ninth in Hockey East for scoring amongst 
defenseman…currently, Bolden has recorded three goals and three assists for six points this year, only Maggie 
Walsh from Vermont has scored more points among freshman defensemen in the league…BC’s offense, on 
average, has tended to improve as each game progresses…the Eagles are currently averaging -7 in first period 
scoring against their opponents and -6 in the second, but the team has posted a +3 average during the third 
period this season…senior Allie Thunstrom has averaged just under one point a game in her career at BC…thus 
far, she has played in 122 contests and recorded 121 points (73-48-121).

Boston University: The Boston University/Princeton series remains at .500 as both teams now have two 
wins and two losses overall…Sunday’s win was the first victory over an ECAC Hockey school this season for the 
Terriers, as they tied St. Lawrence and fell to Clarkson earlier this year…The Tigers represented the first of three

Aided by a career-high three assists 
from Kelly Horan (Methuen, Mass.) and a trio  of power-play goals, the Huskies won a 6-1 decision over the hosts 
at Ingalls Rink...Michelle Binning became the second-consecutive and third overall UConn player to be named 
the tournament’s MVP, while Alexandra Garcia became the first Husky netminder to receive the Laure Bellevue 
Award since the inaugural year of the tournament. Garcia was steady between the pipes with her sixth 20-save 
performance against Quinnipiac, guiding the Huskies to a 1-0 win in the first game of the Nutmeg Classic on 
Friday. Monique Weber (Rogers, Minn.) scored the lone UConn goal against the Bobcats while Jennifer Chaisson 
(Cumberland, Ont.) scored twice in the Nutmeg Classic Championship game.

University of Maine: Maine picked up three ties last week…The Black Bears tied #8 BU but dropped the 
shootout 1-0 in a neutral site game at the Androscoggin Bank Colisee in Lewiston, Maine…It was the second year 
in a row that the Black Bears went to a shootout in Lewiston…Maine then picked up two ties against North Dakota 
over the weekend…Jenna Ouellette notched four points over the weekend with two goals and two assists...Brittany 
Dougherty notched her first career goal as a Black Bear in Maine’s tie with North Dakota on Friday along with 
her fourth assist of the year…Ouellette, Gallo and Taryn Peacock (Calgary, Alb.) each have been very successful 
on the power play as all three have notched three power play goals…Ouellette also has now recorded six assists 
while on the power play and leads the team with 13 total points while Maine skates on the power play.
	
University of New Hampshire: UNH’s unbeaten streak of eight games (5-0-3) is the nation’s longest
