
WAKEFIELD, Mass. --  No. 9 Providence swept its series against No. 3 New Hampshire in a 
huge statement to the league over the weekend, while Northeastern and BC battled for first place 
on Monday night. Connecticut also swept Vermont, grabbing four points up in Burlington. 

Providence defeated UNH by a pair of 3-2 scores at the Whittemore Center Saturday and at 
Schneider Arena on Sunday. The Friars were able to capitalize on their power-play action both 
days. Sophomore Jennifer Friedman (San Gabriel, Calif.) scored the game-winner for the Friars 
on Sunday. Jean O’Neill (Strafford, Pa.) and Alyse Ruff (Tualatin, Ore.) each amassed four points 
on the weekend for the Friars. Providence head coach Bob Deraney earned his 200th career 
win on Sunday vs. the Wildcats. The monumental wins for the Friars marked the first time UNH 
lost consecutive regular-season games league games in WHEA history. 	

The Northeastern Huskies moved back into first place in the WHEA standings with a 7-4 vic-
tory over the Eagles on Monday. The Huskies came from behind to pull out the win, scoring four 
goals in the third period. BC’s freshman Caitlin Walsh (Franklin, Mass.) along with Northeastern’s 
Annie Hogan (Medford, Mass.) and Lori Antflick (Thornhill, Ont.) all scored two goals on the night. 
Northeastern also traveled to Orono and came out with a 3-1 vs. the Black Bears. Maine’s Brit-
tany Ott (St. Clair Shores, Mich.) stopped 26 shots in the losing effort.

UConn faced Vermont in a two games series in Burlington. UConn dominated the series win-
ning both Saturday and Sunday by scores of 5-1 and 4-1, respectively. Monique Weber (Rogers, 
Minn,) lead all huskies with a four point performance on the weekend (2g,2a), while Michelle 
Binning (Oshawa, Ont.) chipped in three points (2g,1a) for the Huskies.

Boston College: The Eagles will return to the ice Tuesday evening to face-off against arch-rival Boston 
University at 7:00 p.m. at Walter Brown Arena in Boston, Mass...freshman forward Caitlin Walsh recorded five 
points over the course of two games against Northeastern on Jan. 11 and St. Lawrence on Jan. 14…her three 
goals and two assists doubled her point total that she had amassed during the season thus far…Senior forward 
Allie Thunstrom registered her 125 career point for the Eagles, putting her in a tie for fifth place on BC’s all-time 
points list with Laura Traynham ’97. Thunstrom also moved into a tie for second place in Hockey East for goals 
scored this season with 12.

Boston University: The Terriers now have eight ties on the season which marks a new program record, after 
playing in seven last season…In three career games, the Terriers have never beaten the Bears, going 0-1-2 against 
Brown…The four goals against Yale marked the eighth time this season that the Terriers have scored exactly four 
goals in a game…BU is 5-0-3 this season when scoring exactly four goals and has never lost when accomplishing 
the feat (19-0-4 all-time)…In the past two seasons, BU has compiled a 1-0-14 record in overtime games

University of Connecticut:  A pair of decisive victories in Burlington, Vt., saw the No. 9 University of 
Connecticut women’s ice hockey team’s unbeaten streak extended to six games. Senior Cristin Allen (Pickering, 
Ont.) on Saturday and sophomore Monique Weber each recorded three-point games at Vermont with Allen tally-
ing her second of the season and adding a pair of assists on Saturday. Weber, who finished the weekend with a 
team-best four points, had a three-point game on Sunday with a goal and a pair of helpers. Weber joined senior 
Michelle Binning on the power-play brigade that has seen UConn score at least one power-play goal in each of 
the last five contests against the Catamounts. The Huskies have scored four or more goals in each of the last four 
games, including against Vermont on Saturday with a 5-1 victory and on Sunday with their 4-1 win.

University of Maine: Brittany Dougherty (Chesterfield, Mich.) notched the lone goal for the Black Bears. 
The goal was Dougherty’s second of her career, and her first on the power play…Captain Amy Stech picked up 
her 27th career point on the play in her 120th game as a Black Bears…The Black Bears continue to kill off 
penalties as they only added to their third nationally ranked penalty kill on Friday night by killing off all four 
of the Husky power plays thing Maine has killed off 91 of the 100 power play situations it has been dealt with, 
good for 91.0%. This number is also good for first in the WHEA as the Black Bears have not given up a power 
play goal since they played at North Dakota on Nov. 27…Senior Taryn Peacock (Calgary, Alb.) currently sits 
just two games shy of 100 for her career and recently surpassed the 50 point plateau when she notched a pair 
of assists against Union.

University of New Hampshire: Three of UNH’s four losses have been to Providence…UNH entered 
last weekend with a 4-0 record in one-goal games, then lost twice by the score of 3-2 in a home-and-home series 
vs. ninth-ranked Providence…UNH had not lost three consecutive games in the overall series vs. PC since the 
1993-94 seasons…UNH has trailed at the second intermission each of the last three games…UNH has a 3-3-2 
record vs. nationally-ranked teams…UNH has a 2-4-1 record when scoring less than three goals and an 11-0-3 
mark when scoring 3+ goals…In the eight-year history of Hockey East, UNH has lost a total of 16 games, including 
the postseason, to league opponents; 11 have been to PC…UNH had not lost consecutive regular-season meetings 
vs. a Hockey East team prior to last weekend.

Northeastern University: With the Huskies’ win over Maine on Friday, Northeastern won the season 
series with the Black Bears for the first time since the 2006-07 season...The Huskies’ 14 wins this season are the 
most since 2001-02 when Northeastern posted 27 victories and advanced to the ECAC Eastern finals...The seven-
goal output vs. BC was the Huskies’ highest since Feb. 3, 2004, an 8-0 win over Boston University in the opening 
round of the Beanpot. The team’s previous high this season was five goals vs. Maine on Nov. 14...Northeastern’s 
three power play goals vs. BC were the most in a single game since the opening game of last season, a 3-2 win 
over RPI (three PP goals) on Oct. 3, 2008...Northeastern’s four goals in the third period vs. BC were the most in 
a single period since the Huskies scored five in the second period against Maine on Dec. 3, 2006...The Huskies 
are 11-0-0 this season when junior Alyssa Wohlfeiler (Saugus, Calif.) records a point in a game. 

Providence College: The Friars came into the week ranked (No. 9) in the nation for the first time since 
the preseason poll in 2008-09...Providence finished the weekend 2-0 with a pair of 3-2 victories over No. 3 UNH, 
earning a season sweep of the Wildcats...The Friars swept UNH in the regular season for the first time since 
1983-84...PC is on its longest unbeaten streak (6-0-2) since finishing the 2002-03 season on a 10-0 run...Junior 
forward Jean O’Neill has recorded 10 points (4G,6A) in her last five games after tallying 10 points in the first 
20 games...The Friars now have two players on five-game point streaks as freshman Jessica Cohen (Anchorage, 
Alaska) has tallied a goal and five assists in her last five games...Coach Bob Deraney earned his 200th career 
victory, all at Providence, on Sunday...He becomes only the second coach (John Marchetti) in PC women’s hockey 
history with 200 victories...Providence will host its Skating Strides game on Saturday against Boston College at 
2:00 p.m. to benefit breast cancer awareness. 

University of Vermont: The University of Vermont dropped a weekend series to Hockey East foe No. 
9 Connecticut Huskies ... Friday’s game was the first home game for the Catamounts since Nov. 28...UVM has 
been the most successful in the second period this year, scoring 18 of their 37 goals in the middle period...
Senior Chelsea Furlani scored her seventh goal of the season in Sunday’s 4-1 loss to Connecticut...The goal gives 
her 46 career points at UVM and moves her into 4th all-time in the Vermont record book...Junior Celeste Doucet 
(Memramcook, New Brunswick) scored a goal on Saturday, which gave her a streak of three consecutive games 
with a point...Freshman Erin Wente (Scottsdale, Ariz.) recorded an assist in Saturday’s loss, which gave her a 
point in back-to-back games for the first time in her career.
