
WAKEFIELD, Mass. -- The Northeastern Huskies regained possession of first place in the 
standings. Vermont traveled south for a two game road trip upsetting Providence 2-1 and falling 
to UConn 2-0. UNH swept their series at Maine. 

	 Northeastern skated to a 2-2 tie against BU in an early mid week match up on Tuesday. The 
Huskies were backboned by a stellar penalty-kill, holding BU to only two shots on goal during 
a two minute 5-3 advantage for the Terriers. Rachel Llanes (San Jose, Calif.) scored another 
shootout goal for the Huskies, continuing her goal-scoring streak to five games. With the shootout 
win extra point, the Huskies moved back into first place in the WHEA standings. 

	 No. 8 UConn held both Vermont and BU scoreless picking up two wins over the weekend. 
In the second of their two-game road trip Vermont was shutout by UConn 2-0 on Saturday. Alex-
andra Garcia (Pointe-Claire, Que.) stopped all 24 shots she faced. On Friday night the Huskies 
kept BU scoreless as well, Garcia made another 24 saves in the shutout. The Huskies are now 
enjoying a current ten-game unbeaten streak (9-0-1), which is second best in the nation.  

	 Vermont put an end to the Friar’s 10-game unbeaten streak on Friday night with a huge 
road win at Schneider Arena. Peggy Wakeham (Bay Roberts, Nfld.) netted her second goal of 
the season in the first period to put the Catamounts up on top. The Friars evened the score and 
outshot Vermont 24-10 overall but Chelsea Rapin (Walled Lake, Mich.) scored the game-winning 
goal on a breakaway to lift the Catamounts to a 2-1 victory over Providence. 

	 New Hampshire earned four points this weekend with two victories over the Maine Black 
Bears. In the first of two games, UNH downed Maine with a victory score of 5-2. Brittany Skud-
der (Plainview, N.Y. ) had a three-point performance in the win (2a,1g). On Saturday, the story 
was the same as UNH skated to a 3-1 win. 

	 Boston College fell to Dartmouth on Wednesday evening. Corinne Boyles (Wheaton, Ill.) 
stopped 36 shots in goal and Allie Thunstrom (Maplewood, Minn.) added two goals in the losing 
effort.

	 No. 9 Providence suffered their second loss of the weekend against No. 7 ranked Harvard 
on Saturday. Arianna Rigano (Malden, Mass.) scored her sixth of the season, but it was not 
enough to catch the Crimson, losing 2-1.

Boston College: The Eagles will attempt to defend their 2009 Beanpot title on Tuesday evening when they 
take on Harvard in the opening round at 8:00 p.m. in Cambridge, Mass…Forward Kelli Stack notched a short-
handed tally and Molly Schaus earned the Bertagna Award as the tournament’s best goaltender as the Eagles 
toppled the Crimson, 1-0 to claim the trophy in last season’s tournament…Allie Thunstrom has moved into first 
place in goals scored among Hockey East skaters tallying 17 thus far this season. Thunstrom’s 132 career points 
are also just two behind Deb Spillane ‘08 on BC’s all-time career scoring list…She has already made history this 
season by surpassing Laura Traynham ’97 to move into fifth place and looks to move into fourth very shortly.

Boston University: The Terriers were shut out by the Connecticut Huskies on Friday, Jan. 29, the first 
time BU had been shut out since Feb. 3, 2009 in an 8-0 loss to Harvard in the opening round of the Beanpot 
…The last time the Terriers were shut out at home came on Jan. 8, 2009 in a 2-0 loss to Northeastern … After 
recording victories in four-of-five conference shootouts last season, the Terriers have recorded just two in four 
chances so far in 2009-10, and have lost three of their last four games that have gone to overtime including two 
shootouts…Goalie Melissa Haber is closing in on some career number for the BU women’s ice hockey program 
as her current 2.33 GAA and .911 save percentage are closing in on Allyse Wilcox career marks.

University of Connecticut:  Thanks in great part to the back stopping efforts of sophomore Alexandra 
Garcia  (Pointe-Claire, Que.) the Huskies extended their unbeaten streak while wrapping up a pair of Hockey 
East regular-season series with winning records at Boston University and against Vermont. The Huskies concluded 
the BU three-game stint with a 2-0-1 record on Friday night after Garcia made 24 saves to shut the Terriers out 
at Walter Brown for the first time since Jan. 8, 2009. It was her third shutout of the season soon to be followed 
by her fourth shutout of the season on Saturday. Monique Weber (Rogers, Minn.) scored the gamewinning goal 
while Maude Blain (Magog, Que.) knack for scoring in special team situations continued on the power play 
against BU for the 2-0 UConn win. Garcia made 24 saves while her team scored twice on nine shots on goal 
against Vermont for its second-consecutive 2-0 victory of the season.

University of Maine: Maine hosted the UNH Wildcats over the weekend for a pair of games at Alfond 
Arena. In Friday night’s contest, the Black Bears scored what is believed to be the fastest goal ever scored for 
the women’s ice hockey team at Maine. Senior Amy Stech (Duluth, Minn.) notched a goal just ten seconds into 
the first period to put Maine up 1-0. However, the Wildcats would battle back and win 5-2. Maine would drop the 
second game 3-1. Jennie Gallo (Castlegar, B.C.) picked up her seventh goal of the season for the Black Bears...
Lexie Hoffmeyer (Grand Blanc, Mich.) also assisted on the goal and now stands just one assist shy of tying her 
career high of 14 assists in a season. Brittany Ott made 35 saves on Friday and 33 saves on Saturday. She now 
made 30+ saves in ten games this season. 
	
University of New Hampshire: The 17-game point-scoring streak by Micaela Long is the longest by 
a ‘Cat in a single season since Sam Faber’s 17-game streak in 2006…Long has an assist in eight consecutive 
games…With 10 goals and 28 assists this season, Long has recorded double digits in both goals and assists all four 
seasons…Brittany Skudder (Plainview, N.Y.) recorded career highs in both assists (two) and points (three) Jan. 
29 at Maine…With 10 points, all on assists, Raylen Dziengelewski (Southwick, Mass.) has recorded single-season 
highs in both assists and points…Sarah Cuthbert (East Falmouth, Mass.) doubled her season assist total with 
an assist in both games vs. UM; five of her season’s six points have been in the last eight games…In 14 league 
games, UNH has outscored the opposition 19-6 in the third period… UNH extended its winning streak vs. Maine 
to 14 games and unbeaten streak to 26 (24-0-2) with last weekend’s two-game road sweep.

Northeastern University: Eighteen different Huskies recorded at least a point in the month of January, 
including every defenseman on the roster. Senior Annie Hogan led the Huskies with 11 January points, while junior 
Kristi Kehoe (Bakersfield, Calif.) finished the month with 10 and freshman Brittany Esposito finished with nine...
Freshmen Casey Pickett (Wilmington, Mass.) and Brittany Esposito rank third on the team in scoring with 17 points 
apiece. NU has not had two freshmen reach 17 points or more in a season since 2003-04 when Marie Desrosiers 
(19 pts) and Amy Goodney (18 pts) accomplished the feat...The Huskies freshman class has accounted for 35% 
of the team’s offense this season. At least one freshman has scored in each of the Huskies’ last 10 games, and 
at least one freshman has recorded a point in 13 straight contests...NU is one win shy of 500 in program history 
(499-319-68 all-time)...Northeastern tied BU in their last game; historically, Northeastern is 3-3 in opening round 
Beanpot games following a tie...NU is 11-1-2 when allowing less than 30 shots in a game this season. 

Providence College: The Friars saw their 10-game unbeaten streak come to an end in a 2-1 defeat against 
Vermont on Friday night...Junior forward Jean O’Neill saw her team-best eight-game point streak (6 G, 7 A) 
come to a close on Sunday...Sophomore goaltender Genevieve Lacasse recorded her ninth 30-save performance 
of the season in a 2-1 defeat on Sunday to No. 7 Harvard... Providence stands at 6-6-3 on the season against 
ranked teams as the Friars have faced more top-ten opponents than not...PC has won 53-percent (398-351) of 
its face offs when winning compared to 45-percent (257-304) in losses.

University of Vermont: Vermont split two games this weekend against ranked Hockey East rivals...
On Friday the Catamounts defeated No. 9 Providence 2-1 when sophomore Chelsea Rapin (Walled Lake, Mich.) 
scored the game-winning  goal with less than eight minutes left ... The goal was Rapin’s first game-winning goal 
of the season...Sophomore Channing Ahbe (Centennial, Colo.) recorded her first career point when she assisted 
Rapin’s goal...The win over Providence ties a school record for most wins (8) in a season at the Division I level for 
Vermont...The win also marks the second win this season over a ranked opponent for Vermont. The Catamounts 
defeated then-No. 4 Clarkson 4-1 on Oct. 17.
