Holy Cross took a 6-0 win over Assumption on Saturday, paced
by a hat trick from Charlotte Sonntag. It was the first hat trick
for the Crusaders in their Division | history since they joined
Hockey East in the 2018-19 season. Abby Hornung stopped
every shot she faced against Assumption and made a ca-
reer-high 49 saves at Brown the next day.

No. 11 Boston College toppled No. 15 Northeastern, 3-0, on a
NESN-televised game on Saturday afternoon. Rookie defender
Olivia Maffeo scored her first career goal which proved to be
the game-winning goal in the contest, while Grace Campbell
stopped all 23 shots from the Huskies.

Boston College coach Katie Crowley recorded her 400th ca-
reer win behind the bench on Saturday, leading her team to a
3-0 victory over No. 15 Northeastern.

No. 14 UConn skated to a third-place finish in the Nutmeg
Classic, falling to now-No. 14 Yale, 3-1, before claiming a 4-2
win over Sacred Heart the next day.
