The final weekend of the women’s regular season begins with
five of eight quarterfinal teams known and two home-ice spots
up for grabs between Boston College, Holy Cross, and New
Hampshire.

UConn secured the second seed in the 2026 Hockey East
Women’s Tournament with a sweep of New Hampshire and
Boston University, ensuring the Huskies will host at least
through the semifinals set for March 3.

Boston College moved into a tie for third place in the Army
ROTC Standings with a three-point weekend, taking one point
in a 2-1 overtime setback to Providence before securing a

1-0 overtime win over No. 5 Northeastern on Sunday. Grace
Campbell stopped 66 of 68 shots she faced and allowed zero
even-strength goals.

Providence kept itself in contention for home ice in the Open-
ing Round on Feb. 25 with a sweep of Boston College and No.
14 Holy Cross. Hope Walinski was perfect during five-on-five
play and stopped 58 shots across the two games.
